In their lives 
together, students experience the love of Christ that 
we all meet anew at Christmas.

Like the schools and colleges that equip 
communities of color, the Assistance Program of 
the Board of Pensions prepares a way of peace and 
flourishing for church workers in times of financial 
crisis. This program provides life-giving and critical 
assistance in the most tender moments of church 

workers’ lives, like health or housing instability. 
The prophet Isaiah tells us that God is a bringer of 
comfort as we make the paths straight by offering 
food to the hungry and satisfying the needs of 
the afflicted. Jesus, the Light of the World, brings 
hope, so we can do just that through our receipt 
of the Christmas Joy Offering to support this vital 
assistance program.

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6		  MINUTE FOR MISSION
	 CALLED TO BE ‘GOD’S HANDS IN THE WORLD’

Isabella Pérez Sanchez has always believed in miracles.

The 18-year-old high school senior, who was raised 
primarily by her mother and stepfather in a Christian 
household in Bogotá, Colombia, had always found that 
everything came so easily to her, she knew it must be a 
“God thing.”

Yet the one thing that, at first, didn’t seem so easy 
was Isabella’s lifelong dream of attending high school 
and college in the United States. But when the 
Presbyterian-related Colegio Americano de Bogotá, 
or the American School of Bogota, where Pérez was a 
student at the time, told her about their partnership 
with the Presbyterian Pan American School in 
Kingsville, Texas, the way seemed clear.

Everything lined up easily, and even though it was hard 
for her and her mom to let each other go, they both 
kept saying that this was God telling them, “This is my 
plan for you.”

The Presbyterian Pan American School is an 
international, college-preparatory, boarding school 
related to the Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.). 
Established in 1911, the school motivates and equips 
young people for lives of Christian leadership in the 
global community and is supported by gifts to the 
Christmas Joy Offering.

A cherished Presbyterian tradition since the 1930s, 
the annual offering distributes gifts equally to 
Presbyterian-related schools and colleges equipping 
communities of color and the Assistance Program of 
the Board of Pensions.

Once Pérez arrived on campus, she thrived. Yet in 2019, 
Isabella, an aspiring doctor, encountered the greatest 
challenge of her young life.

It was a Sunday morning, and she was coming out of 
church when she had the strongest pain she’d ever felt 
and was taken to a hospital immediately.

Diagnosed with an abnormal tangle of blood vessels 
that irregularly connects arteries and veins, disrupting 
blood flow and oxygen circulation, she underwent brain 
surgery and spent nearly two months in the intensive 
care unit.

“That was when I realized I had a personal relationship 
with God,” said Isabella. “That was when I received my 
calling for life, which is to help others and to be God’s 
hands in the world.”

Today, more than five years later, she is completely and 
miraculously healed.

Isabella shares, “After my brain surgery, God gave me  
a second life opportunity and said I should use my 
hands to help other people. I am completely thankful 
to everyone who has donated to the Christmas Joy 
Offering. I hope more people have the opportunity to 
grow as I have grown, not only in knowledge but also in 
faith.”

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A single phone call nearly 20 years ago turned Jenni 
Whitford’s whole world upside down. 

Jenni, who was then serving as a Christian educator 
at First Presbyterian Church in Jackson, Michigan, 
came home from a session meeting and got a call 
that her husband, Ken, had collapsed. She was asked 
to come to the hospital right away. When they arrived 
at the hospital, Jenni and her two children, ages 9 
and 12, learned that their dear husband and father 
had died of an aortic aneurysm.

When someone dies, so much starts happening all 
at once. Jenni learned that their medical insurance, 
which was carried by her husband, was only paid 
through the end of the month. Her children would 
need immunizations and healthy child check-ups, 
and COBRA was incredibly expensive. 

Her pastor was immediately by her side to offer 
both comfort and counsel. The Rev. Jim Hegedus 
(HEY-geh-duz), an honorably retired member of 
Lake Michigan Presbytery and the former pastor at 
First Presbyterian, recommended to Jenni that the 
Christmas Joy Offering was there to help church 
workers in times of need.

Facing such a huge financial challenge at a time of 
“chaos, upheaval and huge emotions,” Jenni found 
the support she needed through the Assistance 
Program of the Board of Pensions. In partnership 
with Lake Michigan Presbytery, they granted her 
immediate, emergency assistance by covering the 
family’s medical premiums for two years.

The generous support that she received was made 
possible, in part, by the annual Christmas Joy 
Offering, which distributes gifts equally to the 
Assistance Program and to Presbyterian-related 
schools and colleges equipping communities of color.

Since November 2022, Jenni has served as the 
director for Congregational Faith Formation at First 

Presbyterian Church in Granville, Ohio. And although 
she said that “life is pretty much normal” for her now, 
having the peace of mind that the Offering provided 
her then was lifesaving. 

“It’s that great cloud of witnesses that I think about,” 
she says today. “People who I don’t know or never 
will meet who gave generously to the Christmas Joy 
Offering to help support people like me.”

Jenni has shared her story several times at both 
congregations where she has worked and at a meeting 
at Scioto Valley Presbytery. She wants people to know 
the help is there for them like it was for her. 

By sharing her story, Jenni is helping prepare for way 
for other church workers who may need help in their 
own time of crisis. And we can help, too. Please give 
what you can to our Christmas Joy Offering — for as 
Jenni knows, and we all know, when we all do a little, 
it adds up to a lot.

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	 CHANGEMAKERS PREPARE THE WAY
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Sitting next to a picture on the wall at her office, 
LaTrell Clifford Wood accidentally discovered a 
significant piece of her family’s history.

The picture had a name on it: Chief Justice 
McClellan, who presided over the Supreme Court of 
Alabama when the 1901 Constitution was written. 
LaTrell shares, “That was the constitution that made 
a lot of broad statements about the forced illiteracy 
and alleged moral depravity of many Black people as 
‘justification’ for them not being permitted to vote. 
It was McClellan’s family who owned my great-
great-grandfather’s mother. These weren’t stories 
that I knew growing up.”

But now she does.

LaTrell was an honors history major and the 
valedictorian of the Class of 2020 at Stillman College  
in Tuscaloosa. Stillman is one of three Presbyterian-
related Schools and Colleges Equipping 
Communities of Color of the Presbyterian Church 
(U.S.A.) and a Historically Black College and 
University (HBCU).

She started out as a business and fine arts major but 
was drawn to history and its practical application 
as an aspiring scholar, leader and social justice 
advocate. Her many achievements at Stillman 
include co-founding the college’s Sustainable 
Healthy Food Initiative Task Force and serving 
as task force chair as well as project lead for the 
Community Garden Project.

Not long after graduating, she found her way to 
Washington, D.C., with the Congressional Black 
Caucus Foundation, where she served Alabama’s 
7th Congressional District as a congressional 
intern. Then, in 2023, LaTrell accepted a position 
as a hunger policy advocate for Alabama Arise, a 
statewide, member-led organization advancing 
public policies to improve the lives of Alabamians 
who are marginalized by poverty, truly carrying 

“The Stillman Way” of the pursuit of intellectual 
excellence, the development of personal honor and 
a commitment to the common good into the world. 

She was taught that education is how you are able 
to take care of yourself. But her ideologies have 
matured with the understanding that caring for 
yourself and others — by promoting workers’ rights, 
equity and workplace wellness — can help change 
the world.

Providing such promising students as LaTrell with 
the support and resources they need to thrive 
is what the PC(USA)’s Christmas Joy Offering 
is all about. The annual offering distributes gifts 
equally to Presbyterian-related schools and 
colleges equipping communities of color and to the 
Assistance Program of the Board of Pensions.

“I see the Christmas Joy Offering as a way to 
support restorative justice,” said LaTrell. 

Gifts to the Offering prepare the way for the future 
leaders like LaTrell. Please give what you can, for 
when we all do a little, it adds up to a lot!

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If tears are a gift of the Spirit, then the Rev. Dr. Judi 
McMillan has been blessed. Even if some of those 
tears have been other than joyful.

What began 20 years ago with tears of happiness 
when she relocated from Nebraska to Michigan to 
accept a call as an associate minister didn’t end as 
auspiciously as it had started. A few years into her 
ministry, it became clear that her position wasn’t 
working out, and she left the congregation. 

Judi shares that that season was a really hard time. 
She had been between calls before and now found 
herself in the situation where she was the sole 
person providing for her kids with a mortgage.

She reinvented herself by working in a flower shop 
while being enrolled in interim ministry training. In 
the meantime, she budgeted out how long her funds 
would last to pay her mortgage. It was the four most 
stressful months she’d ever had financially.

Judi called a pastor friend from her clergywomen’s 
group, and when she told her she was struggling, 
they met for lunch. “It was one of those times when 
you feel safe enough with someone that you just 
cry,” Judi said. “I remember crying and saying to her, 
‘I’m doing everything I can.’”

After they had prayed together, her friend and clergy 
colleague told her that the Christmas Joy Offering 
could help. Judi recalled, “As a pastor, I knew about 
the Offering, but I didn’t know it was really for my 
situation.” It was inspiring to discover how the 
community of faith is there when people need a bit 
of help.

The “bit of help” that Judi needed came through 
the Assistance Program of the Board of Pensions, 
which is supported by gifts to the Christmas Joy 
Offering. She received a grant that helped in her last 
month without a call. The Offering also supports 
Presbyterian-related schools and colleges equipping 
communities of color.

After Judi emerged from the worst of her financial 
stress, she received a call to become the interim 
pastor of First Presbyterian Church of Royal Oak, 
Michigan. 

Judi wants the Church to see how the gifts of 
generous Presbyterians have helped prepare the way 
for her. After several positions in interim ministry, 
Judi is now pastor of the Presbyterian Church of 
Bella Vista in Arkansas and has shared her testimony 
openly with her current congregation. 

She says, “I think it’s important to give to the 
Christmas Joy Offering because it continues to 
affirm pastoral leadership and leadership of those 
serving the Church. And since we can’t always 
predict when we might need financial assistance, 
knowing that there’s a safety net there is both lived 
grace and love.”

Leader: 	� May we be so emboldened as to share the love of God with a world longing for light and hope, 

purpose, and love. May our actions and generosity shine in a world under the shadow of despair.
All: 	 Let there be light.
Leader: 	� We join the chorus of those whose carols have echoed through the years— 

“O come to us, abide in us, our Lord, Emmanuel.”
All: 	 Let there be light.
